(MHRB) is a public agency organized under Chapter 340 of
the Ohio Revised Code and created to establish a unified
system of mental health and addiction recovery services for
citizens of Belmont, Harrison and Monroe Counties.

The Mental Health and Recovery Board (MHRB) is a
branch of county government which is authorized and de-
fined in the Ohio Revised Code, Section 340. It was created
to establish a unified system of mental health and addiction
recovery services for citizens of Belmont, Harrison and
Monroe Counties. County boards do not provide direct
clinical services, but rather purchase those services, primar-
ily from local community agencies.

County boards are responsible to determine local needs,
develop a community plan, set priorities, direct resources
and monitor services in their district. This provides an op-
portunity to create integrated systems of care that are most
responsive to the needs and desires of the local citizens.
This is important because characteristics of counties vary
widely and there is a mix of urban, suburban and rural are-
as in Ohio that makes a “one-size-fits-all” approach partic-
ularly ineffective.
